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Concerning Environmental Impact Statement - Interim storage, encapsulation and
final disposal of spent nuclear fuel

The Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) dated March 2011, is an appendix to SKB's application
for permit under the environmental code and the application for licence under the nuclear activities
act. During the licensing process, up to and including September 2015, have four additions been
made to the application under the Environmental Code. Portions of the content of the additions
affect environmental impacts and are to be considered as supplements to the EIS. Unfortunately are
these only available in Swedish.

In connection with the consultations under the Espoo Convention with neighboring countries, SKB
